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This year, with the introduction of the English
Project, we hope to provide the students with more
opportunities to use the English language that they
have learned in class in context. Therefore, we are
excited to share an overview of the recent activities in
our Fourth Grade classes!

Ms Jieyun’s Class

For the students in Ms. Jieyun's class,
the students are currently studying a
unit about their senses (sight, smell,
hearing, taste and feel). This unit

teaches the students the vocabulary and

grammar required when they make

observations about the world around

them. At the start of the unit, the students learned vocabulary words that they can use
to describe things and to internalize the vocabulary, the students drew pictures of what
the word meant to them. For example, for the word “beautiful”, the students drew
something that they thought was beautiful. Next, the students did a fun activity called
“‘Mystery Box” where they reached into a box and made observations of the item in the
box. To share their observations with the class, the students had to use the sense
words, for example, “it feels:**” or “it smells:*:”, to share their observations with the
classmates. And as a class, the students made guesses of the item within the box. The
students had fun and kept coming back to try the mystery box.



Mr Joe’s Class

For Mr. Joe’s class this
semester, his class has been
focused on improving students'

speaking, reading comprehension,

and listening skills through
engaging activities. Each lesson
starts with icebreakers to
encourage speaking, followed by
listening exercises using short
stories or informative passages.
Reading comprehension is

enhanced through texts related to unit themes, like health and wellness. The students

are engaged in friendly debates to develop speaking confidence. Each class ends with

reflection, allowing students to share their progress and set personal goals. Looking

ahead, the aim is to introduce more complex texts and listening materials, and we

encourage you to support your child by practicing English at home.

English Project

Lastly, we would like to share about
the quarter’s English Project. The
English Project is interwoven with the
English Presentation that will be taking
place at the end of September. The goal
of this project is to increase the
students’ awareness of the culture of
different countries and share
interesting facts about these countries.
The students chose a country,
researched, and will be presenting the

information on a booth and as a presentation on English Presentation day. We hope that

parents can take part in the English Presentation day by asking questions and voting for

the best booth. We will be sending more information about English Presentation soon.
